Acknowledging our former CEO lan
Francis

I'd like to firstly acknowledge the efforts
of my predecessor lan Francis who led
the organisation through the challenges
of Covid-19 before finishing up in the role
in October.

When | am told by the hockey community
that lan's leadership during Covid-19 was
exceptional and was gratefully received by
the Associations, | can start to appreciate
his tremendous work ethic and his ability
to engage with the hockey community.

During lan's four years at the helm and
almost a decade with Hockey NZ, we
saw year-on-year growth in participation
across New Zealand as well as a significant
strengthening of hockey's commercial
partnerships and revenue. With around
90,000registered players, our participation
levels are now nearly 50% higher than 10
years ago - thanks in no small part to the
Small Sticks programme which lan played
a huge role in establishing.

In the high performance area, lan oversaw
our Vantage Black Sticks teams moving
from amateurs to semi-professional
athletes, and he played a leading role in
the development of the new FIH Hockey
Pro League as one of just three national
CEOs on the Pro League panel.

lan was also instrumental in building
strong partnerships which have seen
commercial and broadcast revenue more
than quadruple to support the game’s
transition to semi-professionalism.

I'd like to publicly thank lan for all his
efforts and for the legacy he has left
behind, with the sport well positioned for
our team to continue the journey.

Dealing with a global pandemic -
international game

A year ago we had barely heard of
Covid-19 but by the end of 2020 it had
impacted nearly all aspects of our lives
including sport.

The first impact on hockey in this country
was our decision in early March to
postpone the European tours of both
our Vantage Black Sticks teams as the
outbreak of the virus started to escalate
across the world.

After consultation with medical advisors,
High Performance Sport NZ, other hockey
nations and the teams themselves it was
determined that the risk was too great for
our players and management to travel
safely. While disappointing, prioritising
the health and safety of our athletes, staff
and their families had to come first.

Weeks later the International Olympic
Committee made the decision to postpone
the Tokyo Olympics by a year, with the
new dates being 23 July to 8 August 2021.

And soon after the FIH followed suit,
postponing the second season of the FIH
Hockey Pro League for a year with the
season now running until June 2021.

Both postponements were gutting for
many athletes, particularly those nearing
the end of their careers, but they were the
only realistic outcomes in the midst of a
global pandemic.

Dealing with a global pandemic -
community game

In the days before New Zealand went into
level four lockdown when large gatherings
were being restricted, Hockey NZ made
the decision to halt all club, school and
community hockey.

The decision was reached in a meeting
between Hockey NZ and the 32
Associations, and the postponement
included all hockey matches and trainings.
While we understood the widespread
disappointment across our sport, it was
the necessary step in helping to minimise
the spread of Covid-19.

By early April the decision was made
in conjunction with the Associations to
cancel all national tournaments for the
year, with Secondary School tournaments
to be held regionally.

Hockey NZ acknowledged the outstanding
leadership taken by the Associations in
making such a tough decision, with the
focus on enabling people to participate in
their local programmes and competitions
once hockey resumed.

The annual Hockey NZ Awards dinner,
scheduled for 24 April, was cancelled with
award winners recognised on our digital
channels.

The support from Sport NZ in these initial
Covid-affected months of uncertainty
was gratefully received, as hockey tapped
into several funding relief packages

announced by the Government.

We also worked closely with Sport NZ
on ‘return to play’ protocols to ensure
we could get community hockey back
underway by June.

Overall it was an incredibly tough time
logistically and financially, but in the
end the efforts of our collective hockey
whanau ensured we could all be back on
the turf enjoying the game of hockey.
Win

The Vantage Black Sticks men secured
their first wins in the FIH Pro League in the
shortened second season of the league,

while the women had a mixed bag of
results.

In the eight home matches each team
did complete, the men secured their first
win in the league with a shootout win
over Great Britain followed by regulation
time victories over Spain and Argentina.
Meanwhile the women started with a
disappointing loss to Belgium but finished
with a strong victory over world no.2
Argentina.

Olivia Merry continued her phenomenal
goal-scoring form to claim 10 goals and be
the league’s top goal-scorer. Her fourth
goal in the 4-1 victory over Belgium took
Merry past Anita McLaren for the all-time
record of 106 goals for the Black Sticks.

The women finished their home matches
with by far their best performance securing
a 5-3 victory over the Argentinians led by
a goal-scoring masterclass by Merry who
again collected four goals.

The men’s victories featured an
outstanding effort in the shootout against
Great Britain by goalkeeper Richard Joyce,
and a brace of goals from Kane Russell to
secure their first ever regulation time Pro
League victory 3-2 against Spain.

Meanwhile the new Performance
Network continued to be rolled out with
coaches Mark Borgers, Aaron Ford and
Colin Stewart appointed to work in the
performance hubs around the country,
while Bryce Collins took up the player
support role of Athlete Pathway Manager.

With a slightly different programme
than originally planned, good progress
was still made connecting with the
wider community, focusing on individual
development and providing meaningful
competition.

The Performance Network coaches
worked with a wide selection of players
promoting  our  ‘holistic’  coaching

approach, and were fortunate to finish
the year with the inaugural Sentinel
Homes Premier Hockey League (more on
that below).

We also secured the services of former
Blues High Performance Manager Tony
Hanks to lead our high performance
programme through until the Tokyo
Olympics.

Deliver

One of the highlights in a challenging year
was hosting our firstinternational matches
at the new purpose-built National Hockey
Centre in Albany.

Thanks to the outstanding leadership of
North Harbour stalwart and Hockey NZ
Board member Sharon Williamson along
with other members of the Harbour
hockey community, the world-class facility
opened in December 2019 in time to
host the Vantage Black Sticks' first FIH
Pro League matches of the year against
Belgium on 1 February.

After two doubleheaders against both
Belgium and Great Britain to christen the
new centre, the final four home rounds
of the league moved to the Nga Puna Wai
pitch in Christchurch.

Around 16,000 fans attended the home
Pro League matches - with average
crowds of 2000 at each of the eight
doubleheaders, and strong broadcast
figures.

Later in the year our top players featured
in @ new domestic league - the Sentinel
Homes Premier Hockey League. The
eight-team (four men and four women),
28-match  round-robin  competition
was established to help bridge the gap
between club and international hockey. It
also doubled as a selection event for the
Vantage Black Sticks.

Numerous Covid-19 enforced delays
meant the league was moved to Hamilton
and held in November and December,
after originally being scheduled from late
August in Auckland.

While the new team names - Northern
Tridents (Northland to Auckland), Hauraki
Mavericks (Auckland to Taupo), Central
Falcons (Taupo to Wellington) and
Southern Alpiners (South Island) - will take
some time to build a supporter base, the
inaugural event was a success especially if
you were a Falcons' fan.

The Central Falcons won both the
inaugural men's and women's titles with
the men claiming the win in a thrilling
shootout against the Southern Alpiners.

We also honoured Black Sticks legends
Suzie Muirhead and the father and son
duo of Jeff and Ryan Archibald by naming
the league’'s MVP trophies after them.

Grow

After the launch of the Balance is Better
initiative by Sport NZ and the five major
team sports - rugby, cricket, football,
netball and hockey, it was time to ‘walk
the talk’ and ask everyone involved in
grassroots sport to help implement these
changes.

Changing the attitudes and behaviours of
those delivering or influencing grassroots
sport will have the biggest impact on
keeping young people in sport. We need to
encourage young people to play multiple
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sports rather than specialising early, with
an emphasis on fun and development.

Sport NZ launched an awareness
campaign in February focused on what
parents, coaches and administrators can
do, along with the balanceisbetter.org.nz
website.

In the sport of hockey we have been rolling
out changes for several years, ensuring
our youth competitions are focused on
taking part and having fun, rather than
simply winning. We want to provide more
opportunities for anyone keen to pick up
a stick.

We continue to work with Associations
to  deliver inclusive  development
opportunities that provide the festival-like
activities that kids enjoy.

At the other end of the age spectrum, our
National Masters Tournament continues
to grow with a record 82 teams taking part
in the 22nd edition held in Christchurch in
February. With nearly 1400 players and
officials, it is now the largest event on our
hockey calendar.

In the coaching area, one of the positives
from 2020 was getting our Women

in Coaching Programme underway.
Identifying that women are under-
represented in  high  performance

coaching, Hockey NZ established the
programme to prepare women for
coaching roles and help them reach their
desired potential.

We ran the inaugural programme
alongside the new Sentinel Homes Premier
Hockey League, with five female coaches
appointed as assistant coaches and seven
immersed in the team environments.

We know we have more work to do, but
we look forward to building on our first
year efforts to ensure our coaches better
reflect hockey's diverse community.

Strengthen

We're very grateful to our family
of commercial partners for their
understanding, flexibility and

collaboration in an uncertain and highly
disrupted season. The vast majority of our
partners stood by us showing the strong
aligned values and relationship we share.
We especially want to thank our principal
partner Vantage and broadcast partner
SkyTV for their unwavering support and
commitment to hockey that enables us
to provide coverage and content for our
fans.

The embedding of the new brand strategy
continued with new logos and websites
launched, while laterin 2020 we developed
and launched the four new brands for the
inaugural Sentinel Homes Premier Hockey
League (PHL).

Despite a disrupted season we broadcast
16 home Vantage Black Sticks matches in
the FIH Hockey Pro League, 16 Secondary
School matches from the revised regional
format as well as 28 PHL matches - a total

of 60 games with the schools and PHL
matches free to watch on Sky Sport NEXT.
Viewership and attendance remained
strong showing the great support we
receive from the hockey community.

Our passion and commitment towards
hockey is well supported by a valued group
of philanthropists and a range of funding
organisations including Class 4 Gaming
Trusts and Foundations. Their support
plays such a vital and significant role,
enabling our Associations and Hockey NZ
to deliver quality hockey experiences and
outcomes to communities throughout
New Zealand.

We'd like to acknowledge the impact that
their contributions have made during the
challenges of 2020, and sincerely thank
them for the support. They are all truly
valued members of our hockey whanau,
and our success is testament to the
ongoing partnerships we have with all our
funders.

In the Covid-impacted year of 2020, our
end result was a small surplus of $74,505
despite overall turnover being down 26%
on 2019 ($9 million) to $6.6 million. This
was thanks to reduced international and
domestic content, significant cost-cutting
efforts and generous support from the
Government.

We were pleased to be in the position
to be able to offer heavily discounted
affiliation fees to our Associations, and we
also worked successfully with our Vantage
Black Sticks to support them financially.

Unfortunately we know that Covid is
not just a one-year wonder, and we will
continue to be financially prudent in 2021.

Finally a big thank you to everyone who
contributes to the nuts and bolts of
hockey from Small Sticks through to the
Vantage Black Sticks and Masters.

To our Associations who endured a
tough year at the coalface of our sport -
our immense gratitude for your can-do
attitude and more personally for making
me so welcome in my new role.

To the Hockey NZ Board, thank you
for your leadership during the Covid
challenges and for your patience while
we recruited a new CEO and | got up to
speed. And to our staff, your passion
shines through in everything you do and
your professionalism is second to none.

All we do know about the year ahead is to
prepare for uncertainty. With the strength
of our relationships and the commitment
of our collective hockey community, we're
ready to tackle anything that comes our
way.

A clear
focus on ensuring the community
game could get back and running
as quickly as possible followed by
initiating other activities as finances
would allow.

From March to June, the Hockey NZ
team worked tirelessly to allow this to
happen. Our utmost thanks must go
to all those people who allowed our
sport to get back on the pitch in early
June. lan led this charge, keeping the
team focused on what we needed to
achieve as well as advocating strongly
for Government support.

A big thank you to lan and welcome
to Anthony

It was fitting that as we got back
to a sense of financial stability and
operational normality mid-year, lan
announced it was his time to move
on. The fact he wanted to ensure we
were in a strong position to build out
of Covid before making his decision,
is a testament to him and his values.
More than 10 years with Hockey NZ
is no mean feat. During that time lan
has ushered in numerous changes
which have assisted hockey to be at
the forefront of sport in New Zealand.

service you have provided hockey and
we wish you all the best in your future
endeavours.

The Hockey Foundation's priority
in the Covid-affected year of 2020
was to enable community hockey to
recommence. We firmly believed that
getting grassroots hockey up and
running quickly was the best thing we
could do in a year of uncertainty.

A large number of applicants were
supported by the Hockey Foundation
in 2020, and we are pleased to
have provided 16 Associations with
funding. This has enabled them to
deliver a variety of programmes and
initiatives, helping our communities
resume grassroots hockey after such a
challenging start to the season.

The  activities funded included
holiday programmes, have-a-go days,
coaching clinics, and umpire and coach
development programmes. To grow our
sport we need more coaches, and the
Foundation believes both the upskilling
of coaches and the development of
new coaches will have huge benefits for
the children of New Zealand.

In addition to the above funding to
Associations which totalled more than
$65,000, the Foundation also has the
following two scholarships:

She says the passion she has for
the game comes from her Mum who
dedicates a lot of time getting her to
trainings and games.

Selina Akavi (Wellington): Selina
is involved in umpiring, playing and
coaching and especially loves umpiring.
This scholarship will make sure she can
attend courses to further her interest in
umpiring.

Under-19 male umpire

This scholarship, presented for the first
time in 2020, was kindly donated by
the Lints family in honour of Alan Lints
Senior's dedication to hockey as both a
player and umpire.

With the goal of umpiring an
international one day, the scholarship
will give him the opportunity to develop
his skills with the whistle.

International hockey, like most sport,
was severely impacted by the Covid-19
global pandemic. It meant international
action was cut to just a month of
matches for our Vantage Black Sticks
teams in 2020.

Both teams completed their home
matches in the FIH Pro League but the
away matches along with the Tokyo
Olympics were postponed until 2021.

The Vantage Black Sticks teams had both
qualified for the Olympics and will take
their places in Tokyo from 23 July 2021.

The second year of the FIH Pro League
was cut short due to Covid-19, with
both Vantage Black Sticks teams not
travelling to Europe, Asia and Australia
for their away matches.

In the eight home matches each team
did complete, the men secured their
first win in the league with a shootout
win over Great Britain followed by
regulation time victories over Spain and
Argentina. The women had a mixed bag
of results starting with a disappointing
loss to Belgium but finished with astrong
victory over world no.2 Argentina.

Season two of the league, initially set to
run from January to June 2020, has now
been extended through to June 2021,
with the third season proposed to run
from September 2021 to June 2022.

The Vantage Black Sticks Women started
the league with a sluggish 2-1 loss to the
improving Belgium side, but they came
to play a day later with a convincing
4-1 victory over the Belgians thanks to
four top notch goals from Olivia Merry.
The fourth goal took Merry past Anita
McLaren for the all-time record of 106
goals for the Black Sticks.

In the second weekend of matches at
the recently opened National Hockey
Centre in Albany, the Black Sticks were
stunned 3-0 by Great Britain before
drawing 2-2 a day later thanks to Olivia
Shannon's first goals for her country.

The last two home weekends were
played at the new Nga Puna Wai
pitch in Christchurch. Following the
passing of their long-time Strength
and Conditioning Coach Brad Conza,
the Black Sticks put on two convincing
performances to beat the United States
by a 3-1 margin in both games.

The Black Sticks nearly caused an upset
in their next match against Argentina
leading for much of the game thanks
to Hope Ralph'’s first international goal,
before the world no. 2 equalised and
then won the shootout 3-1.

The Black Sticks finished
home matches with by far their
best performance securing a 5-3
victory over the Argentinians led by
a goal-scoring masterclass by Merry
who again collected four goals.

Facing the world champion Belgium
side was not an easy start to the second
FIH Pro League season for the Black
Sticks Men. They went down 6-2 at the
new National Hockey Centre before
recovering for a 3-1 loss the next day.

The following weekend saw the team
secure their first ever win in the league
with a 3-1 shootout victory over Great
Britain after being level 1-1 at fulltime.
The Black Sticks had held the lead until
four minutes to go when Great Britain
equalised but goalkeeper Richard Joyce
was outstanding in the shootout to give
the Kiwis their first victory.

Unfortunately they couldn't continue
their winning ways in the rematch the
next day going down 3-0.

Moving to Christchurch, the home side
lost 4-1 to a very disciplined Spanish
team before turning the tables the
following day to secure their first ever
regulation time victory (3-2) thanks to a
brace of goals from Kane Russell.

Two weeks later they clocked up their
second regulation time victory with a 5-3
win over current Olympic champions
Argentina. But the Black Sticks couldn't
finish their home matches on a high
going down 3-2 to the South Americans
two days later.

BROOKE NEAL (176 CAPS)

After an  eight-year international
career that spanned an Olympics, a
Commonwealth Games, a Champions
Trophy and a World Cup, Vantage Black
Sticks defender Brooke Neal announced
her retirement in May 2020.

The Northland born and bred player
made her Blacks Sticks debut in 2013 and
soon became the rock at the back for the
Kiwis helping them to fourth at the 2016
Rio Olympics, silver at the World League
Finals at North Harbour in 2017 and gold
at the 2018 Commonwealth Games.

Not only was Brooke an incredible
defensive player anticipating and reading
the play brilliantly, her drag flicking
prowess saw her bag 13 goals for her
country.

GEMMA MCCAW

GEMMA MCCAW (254 CAPS)

Gemma McCaw hung up her black dress
in June 2020 following an illustrious career
for the Vantage Black Sticks which started
in 2008 at the age of 18.

McCaw went to three Olympics (Beijing
2008, London 2012 and Rio 2016) and
played an integral role in helping the team
to fourth-place finishes at the London and
Rio games.

2009 was a standout season for McCaw as
she became one of the few New Zealand
players to be nominated for the FIH
Women's Young Player of the Year Award.

Blessed with incredible speed and
athleticism, McCaw combined this with
her outstanding stick skills which made
her one of the most lethal strikers in
international hockey - scoring a whopping
72 goals for the Black Sticks.

McCaw took time away from the game
following the Rio Olympics, but after giving
birth to daughter Charlotte in December
2018 she returned to the national
side a year later following a stunning
performance in the 2019 Ford NHL.

ARUN PANCHIA (287 CAPS)

A former Vantage Black Sticks captain,
Arun Panchia retired in December 2020
as the fifth most capped Black Stick of all
time.

After debuting in 2009, the Auckland and
Southern Districts player went on to win
Commonwealth Games silver in 2018
and bronze in 2010, as well as gold at the
Sultan Azlan Shah Cup in 2015. He also
played at the 2016 Rio Olympics.

Panchia, who was joined in the Black Sticks
by his younger brother Jared in 2013,
was a leader on and off the turf and was
described by Black Sticks Coach Darren
Smith as being “out of the top drawer”.

ARUN PANCHIA

MARCUS CHILD (171 CAPS)

Growing up in a hockey family in South
Auckland, Marcus Child followed in the
footsteps of his mother Sheryl Law and
older brother Simon Child in donning the
New Zealand shirt in 2010.

Child, another fantastic player to come
out of Auckland’s Southern Hockey Club,

was fast, athletic, had quick skills and a
tactical appreciation for the game.

He was a key contributor to the Gold Coast
Commonwealth Games silver medal-

winning team in 2018 before hanging up
the black shirt in December 2020.

CORY BENNETT (110 CAPS)

After debuting in 2013, Cory Bennett was
part of a formidable Black Sticks defence
helping the team to Commonwealth
Games silver in 2018 and qualification for
the 2021 Tokyo Olympics. He announced
his retirement in December 2020.

Black Sticks Coach Darren Smith described
Bennett as a highly skilled player who was
intensely competitive and always in for
the battle.

SHERYL LAW

Sherylhas tallied over 40 years of service
to hockey. From playing for Auckland in
her younger years and for her country
from 1979 to 1984, she has achieved a
quiet reputation for developing players,
many of whom have gone onto national
honours. Her two sons Simon and
Marcus are long-serving Black Sticks.

Sheryl has been actively involved
in the Southern Districts Hockey
Club for 35 years alongside her
husband Rick, volunteering in coaching,
administration and governance roles.
She was also involved in Auckland
Hockey administration roles, including
being Vice President, and was named a
Life Member of the Association.

Both Rick and Sheryl were awarded
Queen'’s Service medals for services to
hockey in the 2019 New Year's honours.

SIR OWEN G GLENN

Sir Owen has been an active supporter
and significant  financial  backer

of hockey in New Zealand forthe
past decade. His love for hockey began
many years earlier as a club player
for the Albertians-Mangere Club in
Auckland.

After a highly successful business career,
Sir Owen re-engaged with hockey in
2011 and has since provided a game-
changing level of supportacross all
areas of our sport-from community
and development to events and high
performance.

Sir Owenis the founding patron and
cornerstone donor of the Hockey
Foundation, which has given $650,000 in
grants since its establishment in 2009 to

assist numerous programmes focused
on developing coaches and players.

His support has been instrumental in
allowing Hockey NZ to host several
major international events, and at the
other end of the spectrum - but of no
less importance - he has funded a
community programme to bring Small
Sticks to South Auckland schools.

Since 2018, Sir Owen has also played
a key role in enabling our Vantage
Black Sticks players to be paid as semi-
professionals and compete year-round
while balancing their work commitments.
Hockey is indebted to Sir Owen for his
generosity, passion and commitment,
and he has been a true friend to our
sport.

Itis with great sadness that we learned
former Black Stick and Hockey New
Zealand Life Member Margaret Hiha
had passed away in September at the
age of 86.

As well as representing her country,
Hiha served as a coach, selector and
administrator - initiating the first
National Maori Hockey Tournament
in 1992.

Born in Matata, she was recognised
for services to sport and education in
the 2009 Queen’s Birthday Honours
becoming a Member of the New
Zealand Order of Merit.

Hiha won nine K Cup tournaments
between 1968 and 1980 with her
beloved Hawke's Bay side.

The new Premier Hockey League
was developed as a concept focused
on progressing New Zealand's top
talent into the high performance
environment.

The eight-team (four men and four
women), 28-match round-robin
competition was established as the
country’s top domestic league to help
bridge the gap between club and
international hockey.

In its inaugural year it also doubled
as a selection event for the Vantage
Black Sticks as they rebuilt towards
the postponed FIH Pro League and the
Tokyo Olympics.

The 2020 league was originally
scheduled to be held in late August
and September at the new purpose-
built National Hockey Centre in Albany,
Auckland but numerous Covid-19
enforced delays meantitwas eventually
played over four extended weekends in
November and December.

The league was also moved to a fully
controllable venue in Hamilton to
reduce the risk to both participants
and to the event of fluctuating Covid-19
alert levels, particularly in Auckland.

The league was free to attend and
all matches were covered live and
available free on Sky Sport NEXT and
on SKY Sport 9.

Hockey NZ wanted a Kiwi feel to the four

The foundations of a
sustainable coaching
system continue to be laid
and strengthened.

DEVELOPERS IN ACTION:
Enhancing a coach’s learning
experience

A developer is a coach of coaches.
They have the knowledge and skills
to facilitate learning for community
coaches working with our players and
officials. It is believed that by improving
the quality of our developers it will in
return enhance the quality of coaching
and the experience of players and
officials.

The 2019 Hockey NZ Developer
Pilot enabled a nationally aligned
understanding of the coach developer
approach. It allowed potential and
current developers to be identified and
supported so they were better prepared
to develop coaches.

In 2020 the Developer Pilot was put
to the test. Hockey NZ delivered 2
FIH Level One courses facilitated
by developers engaged in the pilot.
Feedback on the new developer
approach from coaches and developers
involved was overwhelmingly positive.
Coaches enjoyed the ability to learn
through doing, and developers were
able to implement their new skills of
observation, feedback and facilitation.

Hockey NZ developers were also
involved in delivering the newly
created FIH Online Level One course
and local delivery of coach and official
development.

REFRESHING COACH
DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMMES:
Using insights to develop
quality on-going learning for
coaches

The Hockey NZ Coaching Framework
and Development Programme has
been reviewed. The Hockey NZ Trainers
group, encompassing coaching leaders
from across the country, has supported
the process to update the content and
structure of coach development.

Focusing on the support of coaches
working with players, a Coaching of
Introductory ~ Players  programme
was designed and developed ready
for targeted rollout in 2021. The
established Developer Network will
lead the facilitation of this programme,
providing critical insights to prepare the
programme for national rollout in 2022.

COACHING RESOURCES: Creating
a central space for coaches to
engage in learning

The Community Coaching Resource
Hub was launched in June 2020 to
provide a central place for coaches
to access resources. The resources
were created and developed through
partnerships with coaching leaders
in our community and cross codes.
The hub has provided coaches with
podcasts, articles, videos, templates,
newsletters and more to learn from.
The hub also provides a gateway to the
online learning portal that supports
both formal and informal learning for
coaches through an interactive module
approach.

The hub has received more than 20,000
visits and 5000 viewers. Following the
positive feedback, the hub will continue
in 2021 to support current and future
community coaches in alignment with
the Community Coaching Plan.

Women in Coaching
programme underway

Identifying that women are under-
represented in high performance
coaching, Hockey NZ has initiated a
Women in Coaching programme.

There was a clear need to ensure
our coaches reflect hockey's diverse
community, with the programme
providing the starting blocks for
identifying and developing female
coaches.

Women in Coaching focuses on
preparing women for coaching roles
and helping them reach their desired
potential.

The inaugural 2020 programme
ran alongside the new Sentinel
Homes Premier Hockey League

(PHL), providing an opportunity to
be involved in a high performance
environment with some of our top

players and coaches.

From 50 applicants nationwide, 13
female coaches were selected - five
were appointed as assistant coaches
in the PHL and others were immersed
in the team environments.

Facilitators for the 2020 programme
included former Black Sticks Coach
Pat Barwick who worked one-on-one
with the coaches to help them create
their own development plans, and
High Performance Sport NZ's Lyn
Gunson who challenged the group’s
understanding of high performance
coaching.

Barwick, who is now a FIH accredited
trainer with a wealth of experience
developing coaches in the Canterbury
and Sport New Zealand environments,
says it was encouraging building a
network of female coaches to support
one another and overcome the main
obstacle - confidence.

“The programme was a great
opportunity for promising female
coaches to meet other capable women
who were also uncertain about putting
their hand up. Collectively they learnt
they had the ability and knowledge to
take on higher roles.”

The brand highlight of 2020 was the
exciting launch of the Sentinel Homes
Premier Hockey League and the
development of four youthful brands
to our suite of Hockey NZ teams and
tournaments.

Considering the extremely tight
timelines and fast tracked but highly
collaborative process between Hockey
NZ, our board, players, coaches and
investors along with John Foley from
Commesport, we were thrilled with the
outcome of the Northern Tridents,
Hauraki Mavericks, Central Falcons and
Southern Alpiners brands.

The tournament finally kicked off
in November, with all 28 matches
broadcast live and free by our partners
Sky Sport NEXT (YouTube), on Sky Sport
9 and the new FIH broadcast channel
Watch Hockey. More than 14,300 hours

of hockey were watched by nearly
40,000 unique viewers, with 20% being
overseas fans - an outstanding result
for a fledgling tournament.

From a wider context, the whole of
sport brand strategy developed in 2019
was certainly tested by the pandemic.
The brand values of Hockey Whanau,
Enjoyment, Integrity, Inclusivity and
Strive for Excellence were to the fore as
critical decisions were made. Our people
first approach was certainly evident
and great care was taken to prioritise
the health, safety and wellbeing of the
wider hockey community.

This is how the brand strategy should
work, providing a robust platform
for how we act and interact with our
stakeholders.

BROADCASTING

Despite a disrupted year, we managed
to broadcast 60 matches in 2020. We
began with 16 home matches for the
Vantage Black Sticks men and women
in the FIH Hockey Pro League live on
Spark Sport, followed later in the year
with 16 Secondary School matches in
the revised regional competition, and
finished with 28 matches of the Sentinel
Homes Premier Hockey League.

MARKETING, COMMUNICATIONS
AND DIGITAL

Promoting the Vantage Black Sticks test
matches in the FIH Pro League drove
the marketing priority throughout early
2020, with the goal to encourage fans to
experience world-class hockey at home.
We were pleased with the crowds
and viewership especially given the
competition in the sporting landscape
at the same time.

Once lockdown kicked in, it became
clear there would be less match
coverage with a postponed away leg
of the FIH Pro League and a cancelled
National Hockey Championships. Our
commercial partners, coaching staff
and Vantage Black Sticks swung into
action with the hockey community,
providing a range of fan-friendly video
content to fill our channels. These
included fun training tips to help keep
our community players active and
engaged with club and school trainings
on hold.

The Sky Sport NEXT Home Advantage
skills series was very well viewed, as
was the Vantage at Home, the CCL skill
series and Polytan Series with Aussie
legend Jamie Dwyer. Thank you to all
our contributors for their time, creativity
and availability to put together the

video series.

Our digital highlight was the launch
of the refreshed Vantage Black Sticks
website in April aligned to our new
brand look and feel, with a simpler
navigation and richer content. We also
launched our new online shop, hosted
by partner Score Sportswear, providing
a wide range of Black Sticks apparel and
merchandise.

In Communications, we delivered a

monthly Inner Circle e-newsletter
to 14,000 subscribers, providing
insightful ~ stories, match reports

and Covid-19 updates to keep the
community informed and connected.
The fortnightly Association News
helped keep Associations up to speed
on competitions, rules and policy
changes, as well as assisting them
to deliver hockey at Alert Level 2.

TECHNOLOGY

While the pandemic meant several
of our technology projects had to be
put on hold, we made solid progress
on several projects and were able to
further define our digital roadmap.

We continued our work with Fusion5
in the Membership Management and
CRM space and undertook an extensive
design and analysis process. We
brought together a small working group
from Associations and clubs to assist us,
and we wish to thank those who took
part for their ongoing commitment
to delivering a system that is fit-for-
purpose for everyone involved. We look
forward to continuing this project in
2021, and its projected implementation

To complement and integrate into the
membership management system,
we also commenced the process of
procuring a competition management
system that could be implemented
nationwide.

After a review of current systems in late
2019, we approached several suitable
companies with an RFP process. Sport
NZ once again assisted with their
expertise in the technology space. We
had shortlisted companies and had
reached the presentations stage, when
we had to pause this project.

In late 2020, the FIH spoke to us about
the opportunity to work together on
a co-designed global competitions
platform, hosted by a major European
sports company. These discussions are
currently ongoing and we are excited at
the prospects.

Other technology projects underway
include:

+ Learning Management Space with
the Tarn Group who are refreshing
the Bracken online learning
platform including online learning
modules for coaching and umpiring
and resources for participation and
capability.

1. ACCOUNTING POLICIES

Hockey New Zealand Incorporated (“HNZ") is an incorporated society in New Zealand established under the Incorporated Societies
Act 1908. The full financial statements have been prepared using Public Benefit Entity International Public Sector Accounting
Standards Reduced Disclosure Regime (PBE IPSAS (RDR)). HNZ has elected to base its accounting policies on PBE IPSAS RDR as it
does not have public accountability and has total annual expenses of between $2,000,000 and $30,000,000. All transactions in the
Statement of Comprehensive Revenue and Expenses are reported using the accrual basis of accounting. The financial statements
were prepared under the assumption that the Group will continue to operate in the foreseeable future, and have been prepared
on a historical cost basis. These summary financial statements are presented in New Zealand dollars (NZD) which is HNZ's
functional currency. These summary financial statements which are prepared in accordance with PBE FRS-43, were authorised
by the Board on 19 March 2021 and these have been prepared in order to provide interested persons with a succinct overview of
the past performance of HNZ and its controlled entities for the year ended 31 December 2020. The specific disclosures have been
extracted from the audited full financial statements dated 19 March 2021. The full financial statements, were audited by BDO
Auckland who issued an unqualified audit opinion. Users of the summary financial statements should note that the information
contained therein cannot be expected to provide as complete an understanding as provided by the full financial statements of the
Society.

Hockey NZ received player enhancement grant funding from High Performance Sport New Zealand of $630,000 (2019: $630,000),
with $630,000 passed to the Black Sticks squad in the year. As Hockey NZ acts in an agency capacity, the funding and costs have been
recognised on a net basis in the Statement of Comprehensive Revenue and Expenses.

Included in other grants and donations is $196,829 of government grants obtained relating to supporting the payroll of the Group
employees. The Group had to commit to spending the assistance on payroll expenses, and not reduce employee head count below
prescribed levels for a specified period of time. The Group does not have any unfulfilled obligations relating to this program.
